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CAMBRE (KAMMER), Michel, Pioneer. Born, Breisgau, Diocese of Constance, 1731. Farmer; amassed largest privately owned plantation on the part of the German Coast later designated as St. John the Baptist Parish through purchase and though grant from Governor Carondelet (q.v.) in 1796. Plantation located at present site of community of Reserve. Married Catherine Jacob, daughter of Christian Jacob and Marguerite Mehl of Alsace. Listed in Spanish militia, 1770, Roman Catholic. Three sons; Michel, Etienne, and Georges. Progenitor a large family, members of which took part of Galvez Expedition, War of 1812 and War Between the States. Leader in social and business affairs in the area. Died, St. John Parish, 1810.
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
