George H. Tassin, a native of St. John Baptist parish.  They have six children – four sons and two daughters.  The home of this couple is with the subject of this sketch, and Mr. Tassin assists in the cultivation of the large plantation.  Politically Mr. Perret (?) is a democrat, and cast his first vote for President Buchanan.  Mr. Perret and his family are members of the Catholic church.  He owns about 1,500 acres of land, on about 1,000 of which he raises can, rice and corn.  He has lived on this place since 1880.  The plantation is known as the “Whitney plantation,” and is located on the west bank of the Mississippi river.  Mr. Perret is well and highly respected by all the people of his parish.  He is a liberal contributor to schools and churches, and takes a great deal of interest in all local public affairs.
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
