   The suspect was shot and killed by other responding deputies. The man had recently been released from prison due to overcrowding.
   Deputy Granier had served with the agency for 5 years. He was survived by his wife, daughter, and son.

8 Louisiana officers added to memorial

   WASHINGTON – The names of eight Louisiana law enforcement officers killed in the line of duty last year will be enshrined Monday night during a candlelight ceremony at the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorials.
   Nationally, 116 officers died in the line of duty last year, a 35 decrease from 1995.  But Craig Floyd, chairman of the memorial, said that number still meant the loss of one police officer every 54 hours.
   Only one state, California, with 15 deaths, suffered more losses in 1996 than Louisiana.  New York tied Louisiana with eight deaths.
   Those being remembered at the memorial, a quarter mile from the U.S. Capitol, include:
