He also obtained the certification of a Registered Professional Engineer. He retired from Louisiana Power & Light after 39 years of faithful service in 1986.
   He was an active member of MS City United Methodist Church in Gulfport. Karl had been president of the United Methodist Men's Club, a trustee, a member of the church senior group, an usher, and volunteered at the Seaman Center.
