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Funeral Rites Held for ’69 LGHS Valedictorian

   Funeral services for Mrs. Raymond Borne, Jr., 19, were held at 11 a.m. Saturday, October 10, with religious rites at the St. Joan of Arc Catholic Church in Laplace and interment in St. Peter Cemetery, Reserve.
   Mrs. Borne, the former Mary Guillot of Laplace, was injured fatally at 8:20 p.m. Thursday, October 8, in an automobile accident on interstate 12 expressway in Baton Rouge, about one-tenth mile west of Airline Hwy.
   State police said the car being driven by her husband, 20, and in which she was riding, collided headon with a car being driven the wrong way on the expressway by Mrs. Clyola P. Nettles, 49, Baker.
   Borne was critically injured in the accident and was still listed in serious condition, though somewhat improved, at Our Lady of the Lake Hospital in Baton Rouge Tuesday.  He has internal injuries and a collapsed lung.
   Mrs. Nettles also was injured, but believed not seriously, State police said she was charged with negligent homicide.
   Mrs. Borne, described by her teachers as one of the most intelligent students ever to attend Leon Godchaux High School, valedictorian of the school’s 1969 graduating class.  She was a National merit Scholar and was attending Louisiana State Baton Rouge on an alumni scholarship.
   In addition to her outstanding scholastic record, she was editor of the GLEANINGS, the LGHS student newspaper, and a member of the school band for four years, serving as vice-resident one year.  She also was vice-president of the Beta Club, vice-president of the Science Club, Vice president of the French Club and secretary of the senior class.  Other honors included her selection as GLEANINGS Sweetheart and Key Club Sweetheart.
   She was a winner in English for three years at the state literary rally and a parish science fair winner.  She represented St. John Parish at Pelican Girls State and participated in a statewide leadership conference in 1968.
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
